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A story, that just
happens to be
true. My previ-
ous synagogtie
was located on a
busy street,
much like East-
West Highway.
Unlike here,
however, where
the entrance and exits to the parking lot are
onto side streets, and you can, in theory,
come and go using either street, there, the
entrance was from the busy street, and the
exit was onto a tiny side street, with a bridge
over a small creek to the left of the exit, and a
curvy, tree-lined lane to the right. There was
a stop sign at the exit from the parking lot.

Came the day when the county, in its wis-
dom, decided to make improvements on the
bridge. I hadn’t noticed anything wrong with
the bridge, but as ’m not an engineer, I did-
n’t object. During the rather lengthy project,
the bridge was, obviously, quite closed. No
traffic came or went from the direction to the
left of the exit.

So the issue that came up, the question I
ask you to consider for a moment, the great
existential quandary facing all those leaving
that parking lot when the bridge was closed
is this: There is no traffic possible from the
left. And the exit from the synagogue was
only used as an exit, so, essentially, there is
now no traffic coming in the other direction
either. Do you still... stop at the stop sign?

This is a question I ask, and a story I tell,
every year at our Sixth Grade Brunch. It gets
at, I think, important questions about values
and rules, tradition and behavior. It opens us
up to asking questions, of making changes...
and to the possibility of loyalty to a code of
behavior even in a case where we can’t quite
rationalize all the reasons to do so.

I even ask the Sixth Graders and their
families what they think I did.

For a while, I must confess, I blew on by.
I didn’t stop. Part of it was the thrill of
doing something that seemed utterly safe
even though it went against convention and,
alright, well, law. I was perfectly prepared to
argue, in a court if it ever came to it, that the
stop sign was superfluous, was not needed,
served no current purpose. I was proud of
my ability to reason my way through other

people’s rules, to act as an independent
moral agent, to do, in the plain and simple
truth of the matter, whatever I wanted to do.

But then one day there was a sound from
the back seat. It was my then toddler
Benjamin, who noticed enough to say
“Amen” whenever we went by the synagogue.
And I began obeying the stop sign again.

The reasons not to do so were plain
enough. So, now, though, were the reasons
to stop. So I’ll stop here for a moment, and
ask you to pause... Why should we still stop
at the sign? And what does that have to teach
us about Jewish tradition?

The first answer that changed my behavior
back into compliance was the issue of being a
role model. I never fully understood our tra-
dition’s injunction to make a siyag I’Torah, to
place a “fence around the Torah” before this.
It is one of the reasons given why chicken is
considered meat*: someone may walk by
your house, look in the window, see you eat-
ing dark meat chicken with a glass of milk
and think it was red meat! Has v’chalilah!
God forbid they should think such a thing!
Better to be safe, and make sure we don’t
even approach such a dangerous situation!
Frankly such reasoning moved me very little.
And in fact, following a minority opinion in
the Talmud, I, personally, actually do com-
bine poultry and dairy. Although... not at
home. Because... well, never mind.

But someone looking at me from the out-
side... or from the back seat... and learning
the wrong lesson, coming to the wrong con-
clusion about stop signs! That suddenly made
sense to me. We stop at the stop sign so as
not to teach the wrong lesson. To make a
fence around the Torah.

And more, perhaps, from this point. We stop
at this particular stop sign... because stopping
at stop signs is what we are supposed to do.

Which leads to another reason. Habit. We
are thinking people. But there are also times
we operate, as it were, on automatic. Do we
really want to be giving this much conscious
thought to every sign we encounter? Or do we
want to use some “macros” of the mind, gen-
eral patterns of behavior. Don’t stop here....
and you might... not stop somewhere else.

And besides. Someday that stop sign is
going to have meaning again. Sometimes we
do things not because of the past, and not

because of the present, but because of what
will happen in the future.

And then there is this. Who wants to
bother going to court to have to explain
yourself, if you can avoid it in the first place?
Stopping is a rule. It is even a law.
Sometimes... we just have to follow the
rules. For a culture, for a country, that really
goes overboard on the message of freedom,
on its emphasis on “do whatever you want,”
maybe the experience of following a rule that
doesn’t make sense... makes sense.

Maybe even we Reform Jews have forgot-
ten the power of a phrase from the Torah:
na’aseh v’uishmah. “We will do, and we will
hear.” We will obey. And then we’ll under-
stand! Maybe we’ve had too much of
Missouri in our attitude towards Jewish tradi-
tion: show me! Prove your worth! Prove you
have something to offer me! Prove you are
worth my precious time! Maybe, instead, we
should remember... that we have to prove
our worth to our tradition, just as much as
the other way around.

Loyalty. Rational thinking. Connection to
the past. The promise of the future. Behavior
modification. Acting because others are
watching. Our obligation as role models. Not
what you’d expect, to come out of a split sec-
ond decision, or an encounter on the street.

There may come a day, when all that we
have been taught about limits and law will be
set aside. There may come a day when we
will all learn to do as we should without
being asked, to bring about the world God
wants, to do the right thing always, to taste a
Messianic age when there will be no speed
limits at all.

Until that day, though, let us think of the
meaning of even ordinary moments in our
lives. And in almost every case, please: let’s
obey the posted signs.

A Fundraiser Concert for Neot Kedumim at Temple Shalom

I don’t know about you, but every year
right about this time I get a yearning to go
to Israel. It’s about the sunshine, the falafel
and hummus, the ineffable warm feeling you
get being surrounded by people with whom
you share millennia of history, so many
things. But the first image that always pops
into my mind when I think of Israel is a
memory from my first day there, in mid-
February, when I took a walk around the
perimeter of Kibbutz Regavim: it’s an image
of nature. Flowers blooming amongst the
sand and chalky rocks, a tortoise lumbering
across the dirt path, fennel and sage plants
growing wild, just asking you to crush a leaf
in your fingers and inhale its fragrance.

The second image that pops up is of music.
Ga’aley Tzahal, the army radio station, play-
ing in the kibbutz kitchen while we washed
lettuce and plucked pinfeathers from chickens.
Soldiers on their kibbutz rotation, practicing
on guitars in all their free hours in order to
get into music school in America. New songs,
sure, but lots of old songs, the “Eretz Yisrael
ha Yafa” (beautiful land of Israel) songs a
friend described, which immediately resonated
with me because the context was so right —

they evoked something that I could see right
there, just outside the window of the dining
hall, and echoed the ancient, biblical connec-
tion between Jews and nature in the land of
Israel. Even if my Hebrew was not quite up
to full understanding.

A recent concert at Temple Shalom
brought these images together. Hazzan
Ramén Tasat, in collaboration with the Shir
Shalom choir, the local independent choir
Zemer Chai, Hazzan Rachel Epstein, and
several other musicians, performed a benefit
concert for Neot Kedumim (http://www.n-
k.org.il/public/index.htm), the Biblical
Nature Preserve in Isracl. Paula Tobenfeld,
President of American Friends of Neot
Kedumim, introduced the organization and
the concert. Selections, all in Hebrew, ranged
from new arrangements of well-known folk
songs like “Erev Shel Shoshanim,” “Zemer
Lakh,” and “Lekh la Midbar, to biblical
texts, such as a setting of “Shir ha’Ma’a lot
(Ps. 126) by the Jewish Italian baroque com-
poser Salamone Rossi. At the “shuk” set up
during Intermission, concert attendees could
buy snacks, specially bottled water (a bar
mitzvah Tikkun ‘Olam project), and beauti-

ful books about the reserve, all to benefit the
cause. After intermission, attendees got to see
slides of Neot Kedumim, accompanied musi-
cally by an instrumental ensemble of flute,
percussion, electric bass and guitar.

The total raised by this event for Neot
Kedumim was over $9,000, a great boost to this
beautiful showcase of Israeli biblical and natural
history.

Shalshelet Names Winning Artists for its Second International Festival
of Jewish Liturgical Music

36 new works ave chosen for the June 11th festival concert and workshops

Shalshelet will bring to light treasures of
new Jewish liturgical music on Sunday, June
11th, when 36 new works by 28 composers
will be presented in workshops and an
evening concert. The day-long festival will
take place at Ohr Kodesh Congregation in
Chevy Chase, Maryland, will provide an
opportunity to hear traditional Jewish texts in
fresh musical settings, and to learn from the
composers who created them. Shalshelet’s
mission is to build bridges - both within the
Jewish community and between that commu-
nity and the rest of the world - by exposing a
wider audience to Jewish religious music in
creative ways.

This year’s festival, building on the success
of the first one held in November 2004,
drew more than 300 submissions from com-
posers across the U.S., as well as Argentina,
Canada, and Israel. The winning composers

make up a diverse group geographically and
musically. They represent many streams of
Jewish affiliation and practice. Shalshelet
encourages submissions from amateur as well
as professional musicians. Selections are
made through a blind process, without
regard to training, age, affiliation or national-
ity. As a result, the winners include rabbis
and cantors as well as teachers, students, and
people who work in fields outside of Jewish
life and outside of music.

The festival program includes four work-
shops organized around liturgical themes. 23
works have been chosen this year for work-
shop performances, which fosters lively dis-
cussion of the creative process and musical
approaches to text. The audience participates
in the conversation. Workshops are a vital
component of Shalshelet’s efforts to encour-
age new music and new creative connections.

The concert will begin at 7 pm and will
teature 14 liturgical works.

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For six years, Temple Shalom’s “First
Monday” team has gathered at Shepherd’s Tnble
on the first Mondmy of every month to serve din-

ner to homeless and low-income people. On
April 3, Shepherd’s Tuble, located in downtown
Silver Spring, vecognized the team’s contribu-
tion by presenting it with a certificate of appre-
ciation.

Temple volunteers "“assist with dinner
preparation, serve dinner, and help with
clean up,” Shepherd’s Table volunteer coor-
dinator Erin Czajowski said. With
Shepherd’s Table serving an average of 132
meals per evening last year, Czajowski calcu-
lated that Temple Shalom volunteers provid-
ed dinner to 1,500 people in 2005.

“You have made a big diffevence to the homeless
and needy in our community,” Czajowsks said.

Working at Shepherd’s Table gave team
members something extra to think about
over Passover, especially the part of the
Seder when Jews everywhere are reminded
not to “oppress a stranger, for you know the
feelings of the stranger... You shall love
them as yourself, for you were strangers in
the land of Egypt.”

Team members are mindful of the Judaic
obligation to perform acts of “loving kind-
ness,” even though it’s sometimes difficult
to remember when you’re scuttling back and
forth to the kitchen with hot coffee, or deliv-
ering servings of string beans or cherry pie as
the line snakes through the dining room.

ARZA WINS IN WZO ELECTIONS!

THANK YOU to all who registered and
voted in the World Zionist Organization
elections.
